Corporate Guardianship Services
A guardian is a person appointed by a court of law to act for an incompetent person, called the ward.  The court makes the appointment because it has found that the ward is incompetent to make decisions on their own behalf.  The court may give the guardian the custody and control of the ward.  This type of guardian is a “guardian of the person.”  The court also can make the guardian responsible for managing the ward’s money and other property.  This type of guardian is a ‘guardian of the estate.”  The court will appoint one or more guardians to meet the ward’s needs.  The court can appoint one person as guardian of the estate and another as guardian of the person.  Often , if the ward needs both types, the court will appoint the same person to be a “general guardian.”  A guardian is a fiduciary.  This means they have a duty, created by accepting the job, to act primarily for the ward’s benefit.  They are obligated to use good business judgment and common sense.  The law says that you must use the judgment and care that a person of ordinary prudence, discretion and intelligence would use in handling their own property under similar circumstances.  The guardian makes an “annual accounting” report to the court.  There are three (3) State approved “Guardianship” service providers in Manitowoc County.
